Meeting started at 12.50pm 
1. Confirmation of Minutes – 2005 AGM
Adoption of minutes was moved by Lesley Davies and seconded by Béatrice Atherton.

2. President’s Report

Lesley Davies presented her report (circulated to committee members prior to the AGM and distributed at the meeting). She moved her report be accepted. Seconded by Béatrice Atherton.

3. Treasurer’s report

Copies of the Treasurer’s report were circulated to committee members and distributed at the AGM. Colette Mrowa-Hopkins reminded associations their 2006 capitation fees were due. She moved her report be accepted. Seconded by Lois Cutmore.

4. Association reports on 2005 subsidy.

A copy of the MLTAQFTB report was distributed to committee members prior to the meeting. Lesley Davies reminded associations their reports were due and should be submitted to the Treasurer as soon as possible.
5. Feedback on the conference

Lesley Davies invited feedback on the conference. Jacqueline Meunier congratulated the organizing committee on their efforts and stressed the important role Lesley  played in the development of FATFA. 

A discussion followed on the scheduling of future conferences. Some members felt that four years between conferences was too long. Jean Fornaserio echoed those sentiments as everything would need to be reinvented. It would be better to establish a regular cycle of conferences possibly every two years. Jacqueline Meunier suggested every three years rather than two. It was agreed the new committee would continue this discussion after the AGM.
6. CAP conference – Sydney 2010

Jacqueline Meunier spoke about her proposal for the next CAP conference. FATFA representatives offered to organize the next conference in Sydney in 2010. The proposal was well received by the CAP committee. Jacqueline expressed her wish to see FATFA show leadership in the region. Practical arrangements regarding venue, accommodation and social program could be NAFT’s responsibility. Other areas such as the academic program could be the responsibility of other associations. Beatrice Atherton commented that the Taipei conference was extremely well organized and our colleagues were most willing to provide us with advice to help us organize the next conference
Dominique Barbeau asked how often CAP conferences needed to be organized. Lesley Davies stated the Taiwan conference was their first and a calendar had not been set yet. A vote was called for and Lesley reminded all that only current committee members of FATFA could vote. CRAFT is no longer a financial member of the Federation although it is likely to rejoin in the future. Members of CRAFT were welcome to attend the AGM but could not vote.
Lesley Davies moved that the next CAP conference be held in Sydney in 2010. Seconded by Colette Mrowa-Hopkins. All members voted in favour of the proposal. 
7. Election of 2006 executive committee

Lesley vacated the chair. Christina Emblem acted as returning officer for the election of the new executive committee and reminded everyone that only association representatives (14) on the FATFA committee could vote.

All positions were declared vacant. 

The list of nominations received was circulated by the Secretary to committee members prior to the meeting and to members attending the AGM.

President

There were two nominations: Lesley Davies and Lois Cutmore

Having withdrawn as SAFTA representative, Lesley was no longer eligible for a position on the executive. Lois Cutmore was elected as President. Nominated by Dominique Barbeau and seconded by Béatrice Atherton.

Vice President

There were two nominations, Lesley Davies and Lois Cutmore, neither of whom could accept the position.

New nominations were called for. Béatrice Atherton nominated Dominique Barbeau, seconded by Lois Cutmore. Dominique Barbeau agreed to consider the nomination and inform the Secretary of her decision within two weeks.

Treasurer

There were two nominations, Béatrice Atherton and Colette Mrowa-Hopkins. Béatrice Atherton declined the nomination. Colette Mrowa-Hopkins was elected. Nominated by Lesley Davies and seconded by Béatrice Atherton.

Secretary

There were two nominations, Béatrice Atherton and Christiane Bostock. Christiane Bostock declined the nomination. Béatrice Atherton was elected. Nominated by Colette Mrowa-Hopkins and seconded by Lois Cutmore.

Following the election of the new executive committee, Christina Emblem encouraged eligible members to take an active role in the life of the Federation. 

Lois Cutmore took the Chair. She reminded associations that all their members could be elected to the committee and nominate themselves. The revamping of the constitution in 2004 aimed to open up membership of the committee to all Federation members. She was thus disappointed that few members were willing to serve on the executive and explained that she and the Secretary may not wish to continue beyond the next twelve months. She hoped others would nominate at the next AGM. She also asked that association representatives respond promptly during electronic meetings to facilitate the work of the executive.

She concluded by saying that participants seemed very pleased with the conference. 
Lesley Davies commented that she did not stand this year as an invitation to others to take on responsibility.
